1.    Group Discussion of LDA Presentation

RB expressed concern that LDA  might be planning for more housing than in the current Portsmouth Plan, especially concerning the Langstone Campus.  The UoP representative had stated that there were no plans to vacate the Langstone Campus as yet, but it had become apparent during the LDA presentation, that discussions had been held with PCC and LDA at least, without involving the forum.  DS said that, once again, the council was ignoring its duty to consult. It had been agreed during the LDA presentation, that the forum should be invited to future meetings and that these should take place in daytime.

Local councillors reported on a meeting that they had held with a group of parents who were interested in starting a free school in Portsmouth.  There was a challenging timetable that they had set for themselves with the aim of starting in September 2018.  The establishment of such an institution could halt housing development on the Langstone Campus.

Update from the Chair on the work of the Forum

RB reported that he had had met with Phil Dodshon for further work on the plan.  RB stated that we had received a lot of support from him and wished for this to be formally recorded in the minutes.

RB had written to Julie Smith, Head of Milton Park directly about school places and PH/BD had written to other heads.

The Air Quality monitor at Milton Park School had been stolen one week after installation.

There remained a little more detail to be added, but DS said that it was in reasonable shape for being completed by the end of the month. Line 13.  Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA).  PD said that he had got approval today and distributed the project agreement.  He stated that we have 10 days to negotiate any changes.  It was noted that the suggested agreement had activity much later that we had briefed AECOM.

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Line 29 .  Habitats Regulation Assessment (HRA).  PD said that the HRA was still going through the approvals process and would advise the committee once it had been approved.

ACTION:  PD to notify committee on approval of HRA.

Line 18.  Housing Needs Assessment.  PD tabled the scoping questions from the  inception interview he had completed with AECOM.  He received some comments of approval and asked all to consider them and let him know of any questions that they have.

ACTION:  all to consider any comments on scoping questions.

Line 26 & 27.  Plan submission.  Now scheduled for mid May 17.
