Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Kimberly Barrett, Stuart Crow, Ben Dowling, Steve Hastings, Tracy Knott, Will Purvis, Cllr Darren Sanders, and Cllr Lynne Stagg

Minutes of the Previous Meeting
Approval of the minutes of the meeting held on 8th September 2016 was proposed by PJP and seconded by IC 

3.
Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Previous Meeting
RB reviewed the action summary of the previous minutes. PP agreed to contact transport members to arrange a meeting.
4.
Update from the Chair on the Work of the Forum
RB told of his attendance at a meeting to encourage walking in Portsmouth and felt that some of their ideas were useful for our transport policy particularly widening pavements and installing speed platforms.  GVJ commented on the cost of these measures.
RB also reported on a meeting with Hannah Barter (HB) of Urban Vision the Neighbourhood Planning consultants on 11th October. HB’s colleague David Chetwyn (DC) had written the Neighbourhood Planning “road map” and the Examiner’s guide. He felt that the meeting which had also been attended by BD, IC, ML (part) and PP had been very positive and the template and draft policies papers that HB had provided since the meeting (duplicate copies attached) should enable working groups to meet again, review HB’s suggestions and progress the plan. He went on to emphasise that he felt the plan should emphasise he problems of a growing shortage of school places, the need for a development land swop and the reuse of St James for enhanced social care for the elderly which should not increase local car levels.

RB informed the meeting of a recent legal case where Forest of Dean council had had a sucessful planning appeal overturned because of the proximity of a listed building. He felt that this set a precedent for St James site and he would raise it at a meeting on 18th October with the HCA consultants - LDA Design. He also commented that any development on the university site was years away.

FD commented that the HCA wanted to draw up an overview of the whole site including the university site and will listen to all our views. She felt that we should not spend too much energy on new schools and informed the meeting that she had emphasised to HCA that whatever housing was eventually built should be “quality” housing. PJP said that there was a clear need for more medical facilities in the East of the area and FD suggested that the forum should chase up on contacts she had made with Anchor.org.uk.   RB commented that Penny Mordant had contacts with Age UK.  

IC informed the meeting that LDA had produced a new paper outlining new drivers for deciding land use. He would circulate these.

To review progress on the policy statement and the evidence needed 

 to support it.
IC commented that members needed to read DC’s draft policies paper then get back together in their working groups.
7. 
Treasurer and Budget Manager Report  
There was some discussion over how much money was available and when it would be available but PD assured the meeting that £7,000 + vat had been secured for consultancy work, there was a further £2,500 that could be claimed and we had access to further funds as we had been judged to be a complex neighbourhood plan. RB suggested that this matter should be left to PD to progress.

To decide on further progress on the plan

RB commented that although our timetable had slipped it would tie in with the PCC plan review and discussions with the HCA.  He felt that LDA were people that we could work with. We had slipped behind on the plan but this was because the consultants had highlighted weaknesses in our draft plan but also because HCA were running later than expected.  FD recommended that members finalise the outline plan as quickly as possible as other organisational changes may be put in place which could delay the implementation of the Neighbourhood Plan.

Any Other Business

RB asked if FD could assist Janice Burkinshaw with locating an air quality monitor offered by FOE on Milton Park School. (management area 9). He also asked that FD feed back comments to HCA.
RB informed the meeting of a planning application near Fort Cumberland that he felt would have direct impact on our plan area. There was considerable discussion over this and it was agreed that members of the committee should consider raising objections as individuals if they were so minded.

DJ informed the meeting that he had met and shown around the plan area Cllr Steve Morgan who was now PCC Heritage Champion.
