Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Previous Meeting
There were no matters arising.

Update from the Chair on the Work of the Forum
RB reported that he had had met with PCC along with LS and DS. He felt that it had been a productive meeting and that Phil Dodshon (PD) had stated that he was prepared to help POH to write the character assessment needed for the plan.

RB then proposed that the meeting proceed to work through the draft plan that BD had previously circulated.

To review progress on the policy statement and the evidence needed 

 to support it.
Several members of the committee commented that there was a need to clarify who was responsible for which parts of the plan. It was then agreed to work through the plan headings to give BD an idea of priorities and who was responsible. These can be summarised as follows:

Sustainable Housing: (GVJ & BD) 
Need to retain as much as possible, find new uses for the chapel, look to level 5 standard of housing and include items such as south facing roofs. There were discussions later about including land for self build projects and the need to “pepper pot” social housing.
Retain Public Houses: (WP & DS) This should be a much lower priority. 

A Balanced Shopping District: (WP & DS) It was felt that we had to be realistic about what we could achieve.
Local Healthcare: (PJP, ML & BD) More evidence was needed to back up the comments

Public Toilets: It was agreed to delete PJP from this topic.

Protect our Skyline: (RB & IC) Need to refer to PCC’s tall building policy

Green Space: (KB & BD)

Allotments: (KB & BD) Need to include details of large waiting lists for allotments

Active Travel Routes: (DS, LS & PP) It was felt that a map was needed for this section. We should design for “permeability” but also consider the implications of alleyways for crime. PD to email info to GVJ.

Coastal Path: after some discussion it was agreed that RB & POH would pass onto DS a suggested route for the path around the harbour. It was commented that possibly CIL funding could be used for this.

St James Hospital Site: We need to push for public open space in this area and also consider the cricket ground.

Langstone Campus: It was agreed that development should be kept away from the coast

GVJ then offered to spend a half day on January 20th redrafting the plan.
